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What is expected once you’re a member of the Millville Fire Department?

You must attend the fire fighter training academy to attain your Firefighter I certification.
The academy is a series of classes intended to provide the necessary basic skills to
becoming a certified fire fighter in the State of New Jersey. Classes begin in the fall and
winter of each year and end in the spring of the following year. The academy is hosted by
the Cumberland County Fire Training Center. Classes are held at the academy located on
Vineland Ave. in Rosenhayn.

After completing the academy, you must pass both a written exam and practical exam,
demonstrating your comprehension of the materials presented. Upon passing, you will be
certified as a fire fighter through the New Jersey Division of Fire Safety.

You will also be required to learn the operation of all apparatus (trucks) and equipment
within your station. The Millville Fire Department trains the second Wednesday of each
month at 0700, unless otherwise noted. While attending the fire fighter training academy,
you are not required to attend the regularly scheduled station training, but are encouraged
to attend whenever possible in order to get to know your fellow fire fighters and become
accustomed to the station practices. Each year, the Millville Fire Department will provide
mandatory training you must attend. If you are unable to complete the mandatory training
provided by the department, it will be your responsibility to complete the training on your
own.

In addition, you must respond to runs (incidents) your station is dispatched to. The
minimum required attendance is 20% of the runs you are dispatched. The department
tracks all attendance through a computerized program.

Once you’ve successfully completed the fire academy, you must serve a one year
probationary period. During this time is when you will learn your station’s apparatus and
equipment operation. In order to pass your probationary period, you must demonstrate
your knowledge of, and your ability to operate all of the equipment.



Is there anything else to be aware of?

The Millville Fire Department provides all necessary equipment including protective
turnout gear (helmet, coat, pants, boots, hood, and gloves) along with a PASS (personal
alert safety system) devise, accountability tags and your own SCBA mask.

While there is no direct compensation being a volunteer fire fighter with the Millville
Fire Department, upon joining, you become eligible to participate in the department’s
incentive program (LOSAP) where you will start to earn credit toward a deferred
compensation plan.

In lieu of direct compensation, and in addition to the incentive plan, each fire fighter can
receive a stipend to cover damaged clothing during the year. The amount of
compensation is dependant on the fire fighters quarterly percentage of fire calls.
